4.  Review of agency comments on proposed research cross-agency grant application data set.

The comments were announced one by one so the group had an opportunity to discuss and render a decision to accept the recommendation or not to accept the recommendation. If the decision was to NOT accept the recommendation, a brief explanation was given. 

 5.  Next Steps:  

Mr. Stanford and Mr. Markovitz concluded the meeting with a brief discussion about the next steps for these changes to the data set. Mr. Stanford stated that the revisions would be made and sent to Charlie Havekost for approval, then to OMB for review leading to public posting.  

6. Next Meeting: 

A plan for the next R&R meeting was finalized and a general agenda was set. The next meeting is on July 31, 2003 from 9:00am to 12:00pm at the LMI conference room. The purpose of this meeting is to review comments on the 4020 version of Transaction Set 194, resolve issues for final version submission, and prepare for the next round of changes, taking into account the results of this meeting. 

7. Additionally: 

A subcommittee was proposed to set benchmarks and create a visual representation of the final forms for Grants.gov. Volunteers for this committee included the following agencies: NSF, Energy, Army, NIH, and Navy.  Mr. Markovitz was asked to lead this group. He requested that the individual volunteers contact him so a meeting can be arranged.
